Science Homework Statement 

KS3
All KS3 Science students are required to complete at least 45 minutes of Sparx Science homework each week. Students will also be set 15 minutes of knowledge organiser memorisation homework each week.
[bookmark: _Int_uZqheaow]Homework will be set automatically on Sparx Science every Monday at 3:00pm. Students must complete their assigned work before the following Monday, when their Science teacher will check for completion.
A homework reminder will also be posted on the Science Teams page for the relevant year groups each week.
Students are expected to:
· Log in to Sparx Science weekly
· Complete a minimum of 45 minutes of science homework
· Ensure all Sparx Science tasks are finished by the deadline
· Memorise and self-test themselves on knowledge organiser content as directed by their teacher for at least 15 minutes each week

KS4
Combined (Trilogy) Science students will complete 1.5 hours of homework per week, comprising of 15 minutes of Sparx Science homework, 45 minutes of knowledge organiser memorisation work (15 minutes per science discipline per week) and 30 minutes of written exam questions (10 minutes per science discipline per week).
Triple (Separate) Science students will complete 2 hours of homework per week, comprising of 15 minutes of Sparx Science homework, 45 minutes of knowledge organiser memorisation work (15 minutes per science discipline per week) online flashcard memorisation using Carousel plus 1 hour of written exam questions (20 minutes per science discipline per week). 

KS5
Students are required to complete at least one hour of independent work daily on every weekday per Science A Level. In addition, students will be set at least 2 hours of homework to be completed over the weekend per Science A Level. Homework will be set over each holiday week to maximise students' retention of prior learning and strengthen their scientific application skills.
In Biology, students will have assigned pre-learning every weekend to support understanding for the classes in the upcoming week. Weekly homework tasks will be set on Uplearn and additional past paper exam questions including practice extended writing or essay tasks will be assigned via Teams. Memorisation work will also be set regularly. 
In Chemistry, independent work and homework includes completion of exam booklets, memorisation of knowledge organiser to improve core recall knowledge, and the use of UpLearn to pre-learn new content or to consolidate knowledge. 
In Physics, independent work and homework includes pre learning of new content, knowledge organiser memorisation, completion of topic questions and exam paper-based questions. 
Across all the sciences following assessed practicals, students will complete lab reports following scientific conventions as part of their independent/homework.
